Mrs. Hagel presented a TIF project involving the exterior of the high school.  The proposed project would widen the concrete walkway at the southeast and northeast entrance.  A slope would be incorporated to make the entrances ADA accessible.  Doors will be painted.  Main entrance concrete will be replaced making a wider entrance and benches will be replaced.  The project estimate is $25,000 and will be totally paid by TIF funds from the Village of Steeleville.   Mrs. Mulholland recommends approval.  Motion by Aaron Fiene, seconded by Lisa Lowry-Rohlfing to approve the proposed TIF project with the Village of Steeleville at no cost to the district.

Mrs. Hagel presented a TIF project for Phase III of the Sports Complex.  This project would include moving the batting cage to the corner of leftfield outside the fence, pour a concrete pad between the parking lot and baseball fence (this project might be funded by the prior TIF project if money allows), concrete pad behind baseball backstop, two new sets of covered bleachers, tree removal and new trees planted, new baseball field fencing, new dugout roofs and fencing or barrier in front of dugouts for safety, and new scoreboards at the baseball and softball field.  Mayor Mike Armstrong estimated the project to cost between $40,000 to $60,000.  He informed the Board that the city could put some money in from TIF funds for the project, but not all of it. No commitment was made by Mayor Armstrong as to the exact amount TIF funds would provide.   He further proposed a “deal” where the Village of Steeleville could pay for the project upfront and the School District could reimburse the Village over three years.  Superintendent Mulholland cautioned the Board that while the improvement would look good, the reserves in the Building fund would barely cover a large project such as a roof replacement should that become necessary.  Village Trustee Andy Gerlach said the city wants to work with the school and would like a 5 year plan from the district to help with projects.  He would like to see the communication improve between the village and the school.
